Farnborough airport provide location for Bond film

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The award-winning Farnborough Airport is featured in a key scene of Quantum of Solace, the eagerly anticipated follow-up which continues the adventures of James Bond (Daniel Craig) in the film Casino Royale.

The airport scene was one of the first to be shot for the film, being set up only a week after production started on January 2, 2008. Filming involved a star-studded cast, including Daniel Craig and Dame Judi Dench, with exterior airport scenes filmed on the Airfield and interior scenes shot inside the terminal building. 

TAG Farnborough Airport was transformed into an Ocean Sky airport in Bregenz, Austria used to stage a vital part of the story and included several scenes in the film - the mysterious meeting between the CIA and Dominic Greene on the runway and within the terminal building, the credit card of Bond is denied when disqualified by M and added to the list of those to be "captured or killed" by MI6.

Ocean Sky, a genuine London-based private jet company, had approached the film’s producers EON ahead of filming to offer its services. The company lent the film crews eight jets worth a total of £100million on and off over the course of six months. Kurosh Tehranchian, CEO of Ocean Sky, said: “It was a major investment for us financially and in terms of plane usage but it is something we feel will be very worthwhile in terms of the exposure.

A spokesman for TAG Farnborough Airport said: “Scenes from the forthcoming James Bond movie were shot at Farnborough Airport in January. This had no impact on our operation.”
